Firm in texture with ripe cherry and
currant fruit, hints of pepper and clove.

403 Domaine Serene Evenstad Reserve Willamette Valley 2003 WS 92 $80

Intense raspberry, pomegranate, rose petal, oak and spice flavors with fine grained
tannins.

Chardonnay & Others

pairs best with chicken, lobster or scallops.

711 Silver Unoaked Chardonnay Santa Lucia Highlands 2007 WE 92

Light gold color with clean and lively aromas of honeydew melon and green apple,
balanced with a crisp, mineral finish.

609 MacRostie Chardonnay Carneros 2006/2007 WS 87
Rich, earthy, savory, complex and focused.

700 Jordan Chardonnay Russian River Valley 2007 WS 90
Great balance with layers of green apple and a crisp mineral finish.

710 Stags Leap Viognier Napa Valley 2008 WS 88
Light straw color, floral aromas and crisp flavors of white peach honeysuckle and
lime.

702 Mayacamas Mt. Veeder Napa Valley Chardonnay 2006 WE 93
Light Color, clean with aromas of honeydew melon and light finish of oak.

705 Frank Family Chardonnay Napa Valley 2007 NA
Bright and lively, this wine opens with aromas of candied Meyer lemons and ginger.

701 Cakebread Chardonnay Napa Valley 2007 WE 90
Full-bodied with rich texture and balance of fruit, acid and wood tones.

Bold and ripe, with alluring fig, pear tartine, grilled hazelnut and buttered brioche
notes that glide through the long, lush finish.

Pinot Grigio/Pinot Gris
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Pinot Grigio and Pinot Gris are the same grape. Flavors range from peach and grapefruit to melon.

These wines can be dry and pair well with chicken and richer pasta dishes.

Aromas of spicy grapefruit with notes of peach and melon.
702 Alois Lageder Alto Adige Pinot Grigio 2007 WS 89

Pronounced aromas with flowery and spicy notes. Richly flavored with a slight
smokiness at the back with a nice, fresh finish.

Green apple, pear and almond flavors.

American Porter. Dark body and aromas of caramelized sugar and rich chocolate.
Full bodied with a fat, chewy, malty mouth feel up front and coffee infused brownie
on the finish.

Victory PRIMA Pilsner Beer Advocate Rating: A-
German Pilsner. Bright yellow color. Expressive hops with herbal & spicy aromas
and flavors that solidly dominate. Very clean finish yet full of hops.

Anchor Steam Beer Advcoate Rating: B+
California Common Steam Beer. Hazy copper color and off white thick head.

Traces of salt & lemon flavors from the hops with a mild earthiness of toasted malts.

Delirium Tremens Beer Advocate Rating: A-
Belgian Strong Pale Ale. Sweet aromas and flavors of pepper and sweet fruits.
Medium bodied with refined honey like malt flavors and slight bitterness of hops.

Harp Lager Beer Advocate Rating: B
Euro Pale Lager. Golden color with malty & light spicy hops with mild bitterness.

Guinness Stout Beer Advocate Rating: B
Irish Dry Stout. Deep, dark body with a creamy light head. Tremendously creamy,
nicely roasted malt with hints of coffee, chocolate and smoke.

Belhaven Scottish Ale Beer Advocate Rating: A-
Scottish Ale. Thick creamy nitro body. Malty and sweet with a light metallic caramel
note, some hop bitterness to balance and a clean finish.

Lindemans Framboise Beer Advocate Rating: A-
Lambic Fruit Beer. Deep rose color with a pink head. Lots of fresh raspberry in the
nose with a syrupy tart finish. The charateritic is sweet and crisp with a champagne
like elegance.

Strongbow Cider Beer Advocate Rating: B
English Cider. Crisp champagne feel with strong aromas of green apple and pear.
Finishes clean and crisp with undertones of buttered apples.

Blue Moon Belgian White Beer Advocate Rating: B
Witbier. Notes of coriander, cinnamon and orange rind are forward on the nose with
flavors of caramelized sugars on the palate.

New Castle Brown Ale Beer Advocate Rating: B
English Brown Ale. Caramelized sugar, malts, and honey on the palate with a
bourbon aroma on the nose. Finishes with slight hoppiness.

American IPA. Floral aroma, sharp citrus, salty orange rind with full hop flavors on
the finish.

American Amber Red Ale. Malty taste and aroma with notes of banana and citrus
followed by a slightly buttery, toffee like characteristic.

Cutty Sark $6
Dry sherry on the nose followed by nuttiness and pet smoke on the finish.
J&B $6

Medium bodied, with nuttiness and honey on the nose. Finishes with a maple
infused cakey sensation.

Glenmorangie 10 Year $7
Medium Bodied, spicy and floral notes with malty tones that finish almost buttery.

Glenfarclas 10 Year $7
Big, with some sherry sweetness and nuttiness but also smokiness at the back of
the nose. Crisp and dry at first.

Glenfarclas 12 Year $10
Drier, with a quick big attack. Plenty of flavor with notes of peat smoke, finishing
with oak and sherry.

Glenfarclas 17 Year $12
Fuller sherry upfront. A surge of butter in the middle, followed by dry oak.

Dalmore Cigar Malt $10
Light, smokey, wood bark, ground almonds with dryness.

Glenfiddich 12 Year $7

Sweet, lean. Malty sweetness, white chocolate and toasted hazelnuts.

Dewars $6
Notes of honey and caramelized sugar followed by a malty like smooth finish.

Dewars Special Reserve 12 Year $8
Notes of caramelized sugar and oak on the nose with honey, sherry and peat
smoke taste followed by a touch of créme brulee on the finish.

Chivas 12 Year $7
Aromatic infusion of wild herbs, honey and orchard with a round creamy palate and
a rich taste of butterscotch.

Chivas 18 Year $9
Hints of dried fruit, buttery toffee and dark chocolate with a herbal and floral taste.
Highland Park 18 Year $9

Warm notably floral with honey, fresh oak and peat smoke. Lightly saltly, leafy with
lots of nuts, cinnamon and dryish ginger.

Balvenie Founders Reserve 10 Year $8
A tingly surge of flavors, with lingering honey syrup and sherry.

Balvenie Doublewood 12 Year $10
Combined mellow flavors. Nutty, sweet, sherry, orange rind and cinnamon.

Balvenie Single Barrel 15 Year $11
Lively. Cedar, orange rind and pineapple yet very dry and peppery on the finish.

Balvenie Portwood 21 Year $14
Perfumy. Passion fruit and pineapple constrast the raisiny, nutty, dry cedar fiinish.
